In the Battle of Glorieta Pass, the “Gettysburg of the West,” Major John Chivington of the Union Army became known as the hero of the battle. Because he refused to give up and, instead, re-grouped his forces, he was able to split his unit, completely surround the Confederate troops and destroy all their supplies and mules. If Confederates had won they would have been able to control Fort Union, a Union stronghold. Instead, he and his men stopped further movement by the Confederates into the Southwest. This battle was the turning point of the war in the New Mexican Territory. It was a decisive blow by Union forces in stopping the Confederate invasion of the West along the base of the Rocky Mountains.
